Likewise, the museum regularly shows the exhibition of
the International Biennial of the Bookplate from Malbork, Poland



In future we want to present the exlibris of contemporary artists
with this new series of small ,Portrait Exhibitions* to make
visitors aware of the quality, charm and beauty of the presentday

graphic design of bookplates. Hopefully some will feel enticed to
commission their own exlibris



The museum succeeded in motivating a number of the best
contemporary artists to cooperate and was thus able to call into
life this series of exhibitions.

Leo Bednarik

Leo Bednarik er fodt 1 1938 1 Bratislava og herer 1 dag til de mest
kendte exlibriskunstnere. Sjeldent forsemmer han at deltage 1
internationale mader, udstillinger og konkurrencer. Han er saledes
“fast gest” pa det tyske exlibris selskabs arsmeder, men ogsa pa
Biennalerne i Malbork. Ligeledes er han af de kunstnere, som gér
ind pd den kommende ejers eonsker og forestillinger. Med hans
solide teknik, som han tilegnede sig pa akademiet for kunst og
kunsthandvark 1 den polske by Krakow, kombineret med hans
utrolige fantasi, skaber han pragtfulde grafiske exlibris, udfert
som farveraderinger.

Leo Bednarik wurde 1938 in Bratislava geboren und gehort heute
zu den bekanntesten Exlibriskiinstlern. Selten versdumt er eine
Gelegenheit, an internationalen Treffen, Ausstellungen und
Wettbewerben teilzunehmen. Er ist ,fester Gast® auf den
Jahrestreffen der Deutschen Exlibris Gesellschaft, nimmt aber
auch teil an anderen Ereignissen wie z.b. den internationalen
Biennalen im Schloss Malbork (Marienburg) in Polen. Er ist einer
der Kiinstler, der auf die Wiinsche und Vorstellungen des
kommenden Besitzer eingeht und somit ein ,wirkliches® Exlibris
schafft. Mit seiner soliden Technik, erworben wiahrend des
Studiums an der Akademie fiir Kunst und Kunsthandwerk in der
polnischen Stadt Krakau, schafft er in einer Kombination mit
seiner unglaublichen Phantasie prachtvolle grafische Exlibris, die
als farbige Radierungen entstehen.

Leo Bednarik — beyond life and dreams

Although a bookplate made be considered as a piece of art made
on request which expresses a collector’s longings as well as his



peculiarities, customs, loves, fears or wishes... it does not mean
that the artist cannot escape from a more or less given suggestion
and manifest his particular view of the world.



This is what precisely does Leo Bednarik in each of his
magnificent bookplates, skillfully engraved in dark tones intense
nuances endowed of a such expressive force that reaches the soul.
In Leo Ludovit Bednarik’s bookplates the ideas are conceived in
an astonishing original way, the plates are perfectly engraved, the
colors, light and shade are wisely chosen, the printing covers
itself with suggesting shades and, above all, the overview that the
artist conveys on the spiritual reality of man is always startling.

The Slovak Leo Ludovit Bednarik was born in Bratislava in
1938 does not give up any aspect of tradition. We suppose that he
does not renounce to all those things that have been shaping his
life, because Bednarik has not hesitated to climb mountaine tops —
he has been a mountain guide — and with the same temper he has
descended to hell as a miner in an uranium resource exploitation.
From the acceptance of these changes in life may originate his
particular visual synthesis reflected on his bookplates. This is not
all. Before fully dedicating himself to painting, engraving and to
bookplates Bednarik made all type of industrial and architectural
design. Moreover, after finishing his studies at the Art and Crafts
School in Cracow (Poland), he specialized in graphic design
having even invented new patterns of letters.

In all Bednarik engravings not only the mark of surrealism can
be guessed, but also an important baggage of Christian art and a
subtle imprint of the European millenarian cultural tradition.
Bednarik’s bookplates have a perception of a mixture of
eclecticism, of a different way of understanding the world, of
different sources, but they are also tremendously modern. When
we talk about modernity we mean original, different from all that
has previously been done. Bednarik has assimilated the artistic
and intellectual tradition of a remote — or even near — past in order
to offer his full of novelties art.

The image of these bookplates look like fragments of broken
mirrors. In everyone of these mirrors a part of the world is
reflected, all of them offer us in return a piece of reality — a foot, a

cross, a face, an eye, a bird’s beak, an animal shade, a bust torn
off from a feminine body... It is only when all the pieces are
found totally dispersed that the artist comes into action, joining
them, superimposing them, placing them in a row. The result is



always a new reality, totally original. The greatness of art
precisely lies on this: in its capacity in representing the world in a
completely unknown way, but all the same time, being
recognizable by the spectator. It is the image created by the artist
that opens de door from the other side.

The spectators might see some contradictions representing the
images in this way. But this is not so. Bednarik’s nude women
talks to us about the power of flesh; while the dancing skeletons
remind us of the fact that our bodies someday will not exist. On
the other hand, his shocking religious images comfort us in a
world which is beyond flesh.

All in all, madness and disorder take possession of the
bookplates of this untiring Slovak (in fact he has made more than
700 bookplates for collectors from all over the world) in order to
show us the power of true art.
