In cooperation with other muse-
ums, major exhibitions like ,Europa and the bull’ came into being.
Likewise, the museum regularly shows the exhibition of the Interna-
tional Biennial of the Bookplate from Malbork, Poland

In future we want to present the exlibris of contemporary artists
with this new series of small ,Portrait Exhibitions’ to make visitors
aware of the quality, charm and beauty of the presentday graphic de-
sign of bookplates. Hopefully some will feel enticed to commission
their own exlibris.

The museum succeeded in motivating a number of the best contem-
porary artists to cooperate and was thus able to call into life this series
of exhibitions.

Contemporary, everyday and roots in the ex Libris of Erica Forneris

Expressed in primary schools the desire for an artistic career, he at-
tended the Art School in Cuneo, a pupil of the engraver Mario Gosso,
and then the Academy of Fine Arts in Turin. Lives in Farigliano in the
province of Cuneo, the town where she was born April 27, 1972
Meeting Mario Calandri, "the Master Ideal" both humanly and intel-
lectually, and the environment in Turin for the presence of James Sof-
fiantino, Francesco Franco, Franco Fanelli, Gianni Demo, Sergio Sac-
comandi were fundamental to her training knowledge

Numerous engravings and from 1989 participates with critical ac-

claim at national and international exhibitions. "A quality extremely
careful and refined to the extent of composition and properties of a
personal technique and language, make her works valuable and polite
in the same transposition of everyday life in the form of poetry."
She approached the Ex Libris in 2004 for her passion for the incision,
taking part in the 2nd International Competition "Ex Libris Bodio
Lomnago Town Council" and to that dedicated to "Julius II" organized
by the Municipality of Albisola Marina.

Finds incredibly interesting and exciting the design, development
and the creation of a Ex Libris and believes it is essential to be able to
focus the image of an Ex Libris on the interests and characteristics of
the owner.



"I like to think the Ex Libris especially in its function to use, clas-
sic, set in the books to which it belongs, a Ex Libris" operational ", the
purpose of which is to be glued to the book ... so small size incision
and also that of the card on which is printed ".

In her works she highlights an engaging tension between real space
and size of the memories of living and family affections. The etching
and aquatint nourish the inexhaustible source of inspiration linked to
the narrative of quiet environments that populate her graphics, un-
changed and unchanging spaces that contain the memories of mo-
ments of life, visions of a world where there are at least partly lost
protagonists objects of life indices previously lived: the stopped clock,
coffee maker in aluminum, chipped dishes, and stopped at the old cal-
endar month of the year of abandonment. Here the objects conjure up
old facts and events, by sharing representations of everyday life and
the world of memories and affections, sparking intense memories and
life: they are often unexpected presences that reveal the enchantment
of things, dialoging with each other over time and as long as you
change into signals of feeling, perceptible through the curtains worn
and dusty glass of the windows that make up the moment of contact
with the outside world, a head towards nature and towards the light.

"The etchings by Erica Forneris reveal a happy hand and a desire to
harmonize, graduate timbre of both parties, both the scene, the view of
the environment, the hint of hortus conclusus in which immerses
them. The still lifes especially, flowers repeated several times in dif-
ferent plates (the references ranging from Caravaggio to the Flemish
and decadence of Serralunga), where you can lose yourself in analyz-
ing the skill of the engraver who works with a short path with a sign
stylus acute, and where the gray is obtained in advance with the infini-
tesimal removal of the wax on the plate and the offense and minimum
calibrated the same, and with the rear extension of the duration of
etching, in a combination that enhances the ability. The result is re-
markable and valuable both as a general effect of the work and as an
analytical introspection of a genre that goes beyond the immediate vi-
sion to become the poetic feeling expressed by the modulation of light
and shade (here and there sprinkled with a exasperated pictorial). Try-
ing vibration, glare, the sizzle of light to represent a subject (the color)



is not there, who lives only a sign of what was able to steal the air and
light, and that can dissolve at the slightest touch, just that you can
breathe out "

It is the triumph of nature, feelings, the signs of a time remembered,
happy, the root of our security, nostalgia, memory. It is a tale of life
lived quietly, not research of time spent or lost narrated with a mastery
of the sign and graphics uncommon.

Trova assolutamente interessante e appassionante 1’ideazione, lo
sviluppo e la creazione di un ex libris; ritiene sia fondamentale ri-
uscire a concentrare nell’immagine di un ex libris gli aspetti, gli inter-
essi e le caratteristiche del titolare.

“A me piace soprattutto pensare all’ex libris nella sua funzione di
ex libris da usare, classico, configurato nei libri cui fa capo, un ex
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libris “operativo” , il cui fine e quello di essere incollato al
libro...quindi piccolo il formato dell’incisione ed anche quello del
cartoncino su cui e stampata’.

Nelle sue opere mette in evidenza in modo coinvolgente le tensioni
tra spazio reale e dimensione dei ricordi, del vissuto e degli affetti
famigliari. L’acquaforte e [’acquatinta assecondano quella fonte
d’inesauribile ispirazione legata alla narrazione degli ambienti silen-
zios1 che popolano le sue grafiche, spazi immutati ed immutabili che
racchiudono le memorie di momenti di vita, visioni di un mondo al-



meno in parte perduto ove sono protagonisti gli oggetti indici della vi-
ta precedentemente vissuta: I’orologio fermo, la caffettiera in allumin-

“Le acqueforti di Erica Forneris rivelano una mano felice e un
desiderio di armonizzare, di gradualizzare timbricamente sia i
soggetti, sia la scena, lo scorcio di ambiente, [’accenno di hortus
conclusus in cui li immerge. Le nature morte soprattutto, i fiori piu
volte ripetuti in lastre diverse (i rimandi vanno da Caravaggio e i
fiamminghi fino al decadentismo di Serralunga), dove ci si puo
smarrire nell’analizzare la bravura dell’incisore che lavora con un
segno breve tracciato con uno stilo acutissimo, e dove il grigio e
ottenuto a priori con l’asportazione infinitesimale della cera sulla
lastra e [’offesa minima e calibrata della stessa, e a posteriori con il
prolungamento della durata della morsura, in una combinazione che
ne esalta l’abilita. 1l risultato e rimarchevole e apprezzabile sia come
effetto generale dell’opera, sia come introspezione analitica di un
genere che supera la visione immediata per diventare poetico nella
sensazione espressa dalla modulazione del chiaroscuro (qua e la
spruzzato di un pittoricismo esasperato).

E
un racconto sottovoce di vita vissuta non la ricerca del tempo
trascorso o perduto narrato con una padronanza del segno e della
grafica non comune.
